In 2002, Allison was a working mother with three children. Not yet serious as a writer, she had lots of beginnings to
books but hadn’'t finished any of them. She wanted to qui tg.
Finally, she got serious about getting published.

She joined RWA and got rid of her incompetent agent. She had a critique group and entered contests. She applied to
twelve different agents and got requests from five for the full manuscript. She ended up signing with Kim Whalen.

Allison finaled in fifteen contests with thirteen books. If a book finaled, s he’' d fi ni sh it. Abo

You can think of romantic suspense as a two-dimensional plane with light versus dark along one axis and romance versus
suspense. All romantic suspense authors will fall somewhere on that plane depending on the sorts of books they write. Linda
Howard sits squarely at the middle, halfway between light and dark and with equal balance between romance and suspense.
Both elements are perfectly entwined in her books. Nora Roberts is a bit lighter. Sherrilyn Kenyon is a bit darker. Julie

PROspects, the quarterly newsletter of RWA PRO. This online newsletter is full of business and
market articles and links targeted specifically toward PROs.

The annual PRO Retreat held at the RWA National Conference. The retreat is four hours of great
business-of-writing information offered by published authors, editors, agents and other
publishing professionals. During this special event, the PRO Mentor of the Year also is
recognized, as are the PRO graduates from the past year.2007 PRO Retreat Agenda
