Looking 

deeper into 18 -24 year 

oldsõ reading habits, 

the survey found that 

28% were favorable 

towards the idea of e -

readers, compared to 

9% of 65+ year olds, 

and 40% liked the idea 

of downloadable 

chapters of books, 

compared to 7% of 65+ 

year olds.  Transworld 

publisher Bill Scott -Kerr 

said at the conference 

that the statistics point 

to where publishers are 

headed in the future.
